CHANGE OF NAME 

Once the wedding takes place and documents signed they will be submitted to the Registry of Births, Deaths and Marriages (BDM), for your marriage to be registered in the State in which the legal marriage has been authorised. Confirmation of registration may take up to 2 months, although it’s not usually as long as that. Each state varies but there is usually an urgent service available for an extra fee.

  At the wedding I will issue a presentation Certificate of Marriage on behalf of the Commonwealth of Australia.

However, if you want to change your name as a result of marriage on some important documents including passport, drivers licence, bank accounts to a name a few, you will need to apply for a Marriage Certificate issued by BDM. 
If you wish to change your name on certain documents I would recommend that you apply for one of these when your marriage has been registered. To make this an easier process I offer to submit your application along with your marriage documentation within 14 days of the marriage taking place.  In which case, you will need to complete an application for Marriage Certificate and provide me with that application along with a cheque/credit card details made out to Registry of Births, Deaths and Marriages. You will also need to provide 3 certified forms of ID: see Marriage Certificate Application Form for details.  Refer www.bdm.dotag.wa.gov.au/C/change_of_name.aspx 
 I will post your application, IDx3 and payment for BDM (which has been given to me before the wedding) along with the other original marriage documents and this Marriage Certificate will be posted directly to you, unless you’re going to be away and you’d like the document sent to me. I can forward it to you when I know you’ll be home. 

The application for Marriage Certificate issued by BDM is not compulsory but a service I am happy to offer.
